· The person has not received this award before.

· Please follow the guidelines for length of answer.  Longer applications may be disqualified.

Business Person of the Year Award Information

1. Individual Profile:  As an introduction, please provide a short description of the person and the role this person plays in small business. 3. Perseverance Profile – In one page or less, detail how the nominee has successfully managed his or her small business or otherwise helped the business community.  This may include information on how the nominee’s leadership helped place focus on the company’s long-term benefits to customers, how decisions helped distinguished it from competitors, adversity overcome, major challenges met, opportunities created, goals achieved, creative business process used, quality of business performance, distinctive activities in support of small business, etc.  This may also explain special situations unique to a business or industry.  It may also include the nominee’s contribution to the advancement of his or her professional industry, detailing the level of the nominee’s activity including offices held, leadership roles, awards received, etc.  (50 points)
4. Community Service Profile –In one half page or less, describe the nominee’s involvement in the local community and detail his or her level of activity.  Please give facts about how he or she used creativity and knowledge to help the community and what the results were.  Include leadership roles, length of time involved, awards received, etc. (10 points)
